GUIDELINES FOR MUSIC AT WEDDINGS

The music for the wedding (especially the text) should express a scriptural
view of love and marriage. Vocal selections should be reviewed with the
clergy and the organist before finalizing selections.

When you engage your musicians, the organist of the church should be given
the first choice of playing a wedding at his/her own church. If for some
reason the regular organist should not be available for the wedding, he/she
will assist the couple in securing a competent substitute.

Provide copies of solos (in the proper key) to the organist at least two weeks
before the wedding date.
