As a solo harpsichordist, Bradley
Brookshire has distinguished
himself with an ongoing series of

recitals encompassing all of J. S. Bach’s
works for solo harpsichord. his recording
of Bach’s French Suites has earned him a
Grammy nomination as well as the New
York Times Critics’ Choice for CD of the
Year in 2001.

A pioneer in the union of early music
and current technology, Brookshire (in
conjunction with Purchase College

faculty members James McElwaine and Satoshi Arai) has
initiated a new tradition of live, multimedia presentations of
Bach’s works. This approach to the contrapuntal intricacies of
Bach’s music projects a streaming video in open-score format.

For his appearance in Lincoln, Mr. Brookshire will present
Bach’s Art of Fugue in this manner.

Craig Cramer is professor of organ at the University of
Notre Dame. He holds degrees from Westminster Choir
College and the Eastman School of Music, where he

earned the Doctor of Musical Arts degree in organ performance.
Eastman awarded him the prestigious Performer’s Certificate in
Organ. He has studied with Russell Saunders, William Hays,
James Drake, David Boe, and André Marchal. Cramer has
performed in 42 of the United States as well as Canada, and
makes annual concert tours of Europe.

Cramer recently performed the complete organ works of Bach
in 18 concerts using a distinguished set of mechanical-action
organs in Indiana. a recording of works by Bach on the 1727
König organ in Steinfeld, Germany has been released on the
Motette-Ursina label (Germany), and two CDs of music by
Johann Gottfried Walther have been released on the Naxos
label.`
